Project Update



2.1
SAFE - KB reported that all Norfolk Children's Fund groups had received literature from the Norfolk Local Safeguarding Children's Board in August.  KB circulated additional copies of In Focus and the training brochure for 2006/07.  In addition there was a flier about a refresher course of child protection training on the morning of Saturday 11 November at Oak Grove Chapel.  This course was suitable for anyone whose training had been over three years ago.  Saturday morning training dates were also circulated for staff new to child protection.

Young Carers - LF reported that a new project worker, Kevin Neech, had started.  He had attended his first group in North Lynn Community Centre on 11 September.  LF had assisted.  The venue was not suitable and a new venue would be sought.

Catton Partnership - IS had managed to get funding to increase the hours for counselling.  One day a week now funded by Norfolk Children's Fund, and remaining two days by Catton Grove School.  This was working very well.  Looking for funding for youth worker.

3.1
PE gave a reminder about the exhibition of services supporting young people and families in NR4 and NR5 areas of Norwich.  This was taking place in the Mina Hall at Earlham High School on Wed 20 September from 3.30 to 6.30 pm, and was being jointly organised by Norfolk Children's Fund, Earlham High School and the BEST team.  



3.2
At the exhibition a whole school consultation survey would be launched.  The school, BEST team and Norfolk Children's Fund wished to find out from children what the school could do to respond to 5 Every Child Matters outcomes.  The survey would be similar to that carried out by Norfolk Children's Fund at Norfolk Show in 2005 on Every Child Matters outcomes.  PE would be leading on this for Norfolk Children's Fund.






The survey would be continued in the school with Child Consulters.  As the school had PSHE once a week for all year groups, Child Consulters, from Years 9 and 10, would go into each year group to ask questions during PSHE.  This would run until Christmas 2006.  PE would recruit the child consulters. 



After the formal meeting PE gave an interesting presentation on Involving Young People in Decision-Making.  This involved looking at the barriers to this and how they could be overcome.  PE circulated policy and practice guidelines and Hart's ladder of participation.
