2.1
Y2-28 ACPC - KB would be putting on 2 hour child protection awareness training sessions at the end of April/beginning of May, possibly on either weekday or Saturday, for groups who needed their three-year renewal.  The three-year renewal was recommended in the guidance.  KB would send out an email with the information shortly.

Y2-12a - Kids @ Heart - Oak Grove - IS reported that the Oak Grove Hall was becoming too small, and the Trust would be raising money to put into the new community primary school, which would have a 300-seater auditorium.  The Trust would then be able to have use of the auditorium at weekends.  Plans for this were on display in the hall.  The current hall would be kept for the use of the community.  The Trust would be raising £400,000 for this, and it was hoped that the auditorium would be completed by September 2007.

Norfolk Children's & Young People's Plan/Open Strategy



3.1
PE welcomed Anne Schofield, who was on secondment from the DAAT (Drug and Alcohol Action Team) to write the Norfolk Children's and Young People's Plan 2006-2009 for Norfolk County Council. 



3.2
Consultation on the Plan would close on 17 March.  AS was on secondment until 18 April.  



3.3
AS circulated a handout on the Plan and Open Strategy.  The Plan was currently 46 pages long.



3.4
Open Strategy holds the details below the plan.  Open Strategy is an on line database which holds information about projects and services.  It is divided into categories of Projects, Results, Uses and Benefits and shows the relationships between the categories.  Uses and Benefits are preset.  Other organisations have set out their own benefits.  



3.5
Other organisations can add their own strategies and choose own keywords.  They can also request links to other projects e.g. Children's Fund have made requests to be linked to DAAT projects.



3.6
Children's Fund projects and relationships have already been input.



3.7
AS was visiting local voluntary sector forums and endeavouring voluntary groups to add their information to Open Strategy.  There was no deadline for registering with the Strategy.  As the Plan was a three-year programme, Open Strategy would need to be updated and developed continuously.



3.8
KB highlighted the restriction on groups entering details on Open Strategy to have over £100,000.  KB was concerned that this would exclude a lot of smaller voluntary and community groups.  AS stated that if groups fell below the threshold and felt they should be included, they should call and see if they could join.  KB felt this message should be given out to groups.



3.9
KB was also concerned that smaller groups would not be aware of Open Strategy.  AS would be encouraging voluntary sector projects to work together on entering information.  AS felt the Voluntary Sector Forum would need to run a workshop to learn how to input.  AS would be attending the Western Voluntary Sector Forum on 9 March.
